The 20,000-plus capacity Rose
Garden Arena in Portland,
Oregon, is the city's main indoor
sports facility and is used for large
indoor events. It is also home to
the Portland Trail Blazers profes-
sional basketball team franchise,
which decided a signage upgrade
was due.

Digital signage company
Omnivex's Moxie software is being
used on machines running
Windows 7 to manage a digital sig-
nage network of almost 250 LCD
screens at the Rose Garden Arena.

Screens range in size from
32in to 47in, located throughout
the facility's many concession
stands. The main purpose of the
network is to improve the visitor
experience by providing them
with clear access to information
such as menu items, pricing and
realtime messages. The system is
augmented with advertising and
sponsor branding.
